Call Back Program Begins Thursday, September 10, 20 09 
We would appreciate parents calling us before 9:00 AM or 1:00 PM to let us know that your child/children will 
be absent. If no call is received from the parent/guardian the school will call you if your child is absent.  
Please note the call back program does not  apply to Nursery children.  
�
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Recess  
All students are expected to go outside for all recess breaks.  If students are well enough to come to school, 
we feel they are well enough to go outside.  The only exception will be students under a doctor's care.  During 
the cold months we  have a shortened or indoor recess as per the Winnipeg School Division's guidelines.  We 
feel this policy is reasonable to all. 
 
 
After School Safety and Doors Locked  
All students should go straight home after school.  There are a number of children who are remaining on the 
playground after school.  We ask your cooperation in ensuring that students go straight home after dismissal, 
and only return to the grounds to play once they have checked in at home and have your permission or that 
of the babysitter.  There is no playground supervision after school dismissal.  To prevent any problem with 
strangers entering our building and wandering our halls, all doors will be locked at 4:15 PM except for the 
South-East door (Child Care entrance).  This door will remain open until all children are picked up. 
 
Bicycles  
 As soon as our new bicycle racks are secured to the ground, students are welcome to ride their bicycles to 
school as long as they obey all safety rules.  These rules include: 
1. Wear a helmet at all times while riding your bicycle. 
2. All bicycles brought to school must be locked up properly to the Carpathia School bicycle racks on 

Lockston Avenue side of the school. 
3. At no time are students permitted to walk through the staff parking lot located on Lockston Avenue. 
4. Students must get off their bikes and walk their bicycles across all intersections. 
5. Any student not following these safety guidelines will be given one warning.  If the student chooses to 

disobey these rules again, bicycle riding privileges will be taken away for a period of time to be 
determined by the principal. 

 
Teacher Inservices 2009-2010  
Manitoba Education Citizenship and Youth allows each teacher to have 10 days during the school year to 
attend inservices.  Some of these inservices will be used for Student Led  Conferences, Administration Days 
and Curriculum topics.  A note will be sent home at least 2 weeks in advance indicating the date when your 
child(ren) will not have school due to a teacher attending an inservice.  We will make every attempt to 
prepare you in advance so that you can make alternate arrangements.

Each month classes will be dismissed on the first Tuesday  of the month at 3:00 PM. (PLEASE note that 
June’s staff meeting will be on the first Wednesday of the month.) Except for September 2009 and January 
2010, the staff will have regular staff meetings during the year.  In accordance with Manitoba Education staff 
meetings are counted in our Inservice time.  Our first staff meeting will Tuesday, October 6, 2009 at 3:00 
PM.  A list of dates throughout the year is attached for your reference.
