SCHOOL HISTORY 

 
École LaVérendrye School was built in 1909.  Until 1983 it was a single track English School. 
 
In September 1983, École LaVérendrye opened its doors to French Immersion students and became a dual-
track school. At that time there were approximately 100 Kindergarten, Grade1 and Grade 2 students  
occupying the top floor of the school while the English track occupied the main floor.   
 
In September 1984, Grade 3 was added and the English track moved to Earl Grey School.  École LaVérendrye 
became a French Immersion milieu.  Subsequently, an additional grade level was added to accommodate stu-
dents up to Grade 6. 
 
In September 1999, a French Immersion Nursery program was introduced creating a Nursery to Grade 6 
setting with approximately 200 students.    Presently, École LaVérendrye is the only French Immersion Milieu 
School in the south district of the Winnipeg School Division.  

 
 

DIFFERENCE BETWEEN AN IMMERSION MILIEU AND  
A DUAL TRACK SCHOOL 

 
An immersion milieu like École LaVérendrye is a school where only the French Immersion Program is of-
fered to English speaking students.  All school activities, except for those related to English Language Arts, 
are conducted in French.  All in-school communication is in French.  The school attempts to create an atmos-
phere where the interaction outside the classroom amongst students and staff can occur in French.  Communi-
cation between teachers and parents, however, is in English (report cards, letters, notices etc.). 
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COMMUNITY COUNCIL 
 
 

  
 École LaVérendrye School has a very active Community Council. The goals of the École 

LaVérendrye Community  Council are: 
 

· To provide a means of communication between the home and the school. 
 
· To collaborate on issues which concern the school and the community. 
 
· To involve parents in school activities. 
 
· To involve parents in fundraising activities and other events that are supportive of school 

programs. 
 

 The Community Council is the coordinating body for the Lunch Program, the Kindercare program, 
the Before and After School Program, the Viva Le Vert environment project and the fantastic     
Carnival  each year.   It provides funds for some school supplies, cultural activities for the students, 
and special projects.  Parents also sit on the divisional French Immersion Advisory and the South End 
Advisory committees. 

 
 Parents are an integral part of committees working in collaboration with the school on various projects.  
 
 Parents are invited and encouraged to become part of the École La Vérendrye Community Council 

whether on a regular or casual basis.  The Community Council meets every 2nd Tuesday of the month. 
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At École LaVérendrye, we try to build stronger and safer communities by working in partner-
ship with members of Manitoba Education & Training, the Winnipeg School Division, commu-
nity groups, staff, parents and students.  All program activities are integrated into the school 
curriculum. 

 
 
 

École LaVérendrye Programs  
A1. Core Subjects 
Children in French Immersion follow the same curriculum prescribed by Manitoba Education 
& Training as their English counterparts.  The Nursery program is a Winnipeg School Division 
initiative.   The Nursery curriculum follows the early years philosophy and second language 
acquisition principles. 
  
In the French Immersion Kindergarten classroom, all subjects are taught except Language Arts.  
This subject begins in Grade 1.  For more information on specific grade outcomes please ask 
your child’s classroom teacher, the principal or the Manitoba Education & Training website 
(http://www.edu.gov.mb.ca/ks4/). 
 
A2. Music 
The music program at École LaVérendrye includes a variety of activities  to experience the joy 
of music.  Music classes are held for 30-35 minutes twice a cycle for Grades 1-6.  Kindergar-
ten students attend one music class a cycle.  
 
In the early years, the focus is on beat and rhythm using activities in both French and English.  
By participating in activities involving movement, rhythm, singing, improvisation, orchestra-

tion, drama, and instruments, students develop their singing voice and learn to play Orff instru-
ments.  The intermediate students continue to develop these skills, but at a more advanced 
level, including the introduction of the soprano recorder in Grade 4.  In addition, all students in 
Grades 4-6 have the opportunity to attend performances like  the Winnipeg Symphony Orches-
tra. 
 
As well as regularly scheduled music classes, all students from Grades 2-6 participate in choir 
once per cycle.  Our choirs participate in ChoralFest every November and they have the oppor-
tunity to sing in and around the community including performances at the school during assem-
blies and at our annual Spring Concert. 
 
A3. Physical Education 
École LaVérendrye has won several TOBA (Teachers, Outcomes, Behavior, Attitudes) awards 
for excellence in promoting physical fitness.  Nursery and Kindergarten students have physical 
education once a cycle.  Grade 1-6 students have physical education for 30-35 minutes 5 times 
a cycle. 
   Intramural activities (Grades 3-4-5-6) 
             Divisional activities (Grades 5-6):  soccer, softball, volleyball 
 
Special events:  Terry Fox Run, Fit Run, Outdoor Education Grades 5-6, our very popular 
Gymnastics evening, Festival du Voyageur Day and Field Day.

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A4. Library  
Our library is the heartbeat of our school.  Students access the library for story-telling, book 
exchange, searching available resources, searching information on the internet, accessing ency-
clopedias for research projects etc. 
 
 
A5. Technology 
École LaVérendrye has a computer lab with 40 computers.  There is a small computer station  
in the library and computers  in the classrooms.  The technology program is very exciting.  The 
learning outcomes follow those prescribed by Manitoba Education & Training. 
Special projects include:  video-editing, power point presentations, clip art, flip books etc…   
Our website  www.wsd1.org/LaVerendrye, is an excellent resource.  On it you can find:  École 
LaVérendrye’s handbook, École LaVérendrye’s Nursery-Kindergarten booklet, classroom re-
lated activities, our Heritage classroom virtual museum and alumni info, and  École LaVéren-
drye’s monthly newsletter.  
 
 
A6.    Spanish Instruction 
Thanks to funding from the Winnipeg School Division, a Spanish program is available for 
Grades 1-6 students who have exceptional aptitudes for languages. 
 
This program is held for 30 minutes once a cycle from October until May.  Students are divided 
by age level and level of Spanish proficiency.   
 
 
A7. Reading Recovery/Resource/Special Education 
The Reading Recovery Program is available to help Grade 1 students further build upon their 
reading skills.  This program is taught by a trained reading recovery teacher. 
 
École LaVérendrye also has resource and special education resources available for those stu-
dents having short term problems with specific concepts or longer term difficulties. Our special 
education teacher, as well as our resource teacher, are always available to help you with any 
questions. 
 
 
A8.    Multi-intelligences/Gifted & Talented 
École LaVérendrye strives to develop the students’ multi-intelligences, talents and areas of gift-
edness through enrichment in the classrooms, school-wide activities and small group special 
projects. 
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B1. The Comprehensive Assessment Program (CAP) 
The Winnipeg School Division has a Comprehensive Assessment Program which is adminis-
tered from Nursery to Grade 6 at the beginning of the school year in the areas of Language 
Arts, Math, Basic Movement Skills and Social Emotional behavior.  Also an assessment in the 
area of French as part of CAP is administered to grades 1, 2, 3, 5 & 6 students.  Grade 4 stu-
dents are administered a Français reading test by Manitoba Education & Training.  The results 
of these assessments are shared with parents.  This assessment identifies the students’ strengths 
and weaknesses and facilitates early intervention and programming. 
 
In addition, the program also includes a vision and hearing screening, as well as monitoring of 
speech and language. 
 
B2. Child Guidance Clinic 
Every school in the Winnipeg School Division is served by a C.G.C. Unit staff.  Services are 
available in the areas of reading, speech and hearing, social work, psychology, psychiatry and 
audiology (referrals can be made by parents and/or teachers).  Occupational therapy and 
physiotherapy are also available through School Therapy Services.

B.  Building Connections:  The Winnipeg School Division, School & Community 
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C1.  Heritage Classroom 
This committee has three goals:  

1)  to set up the heritage classroom as it was from 1900-1940; 
2)  develop curriculum and activities so that children can live history; 
3) organize the archives and contact alumni in preparation for the 100th anniversary 
      in 2009. 

 
Volunteers are needed to help with cataloguing books, archiving collections and photo albums, 
and helping to maintain the classroom. 
 
 
C2.  Volunteers 
Volunteers are welcome in all classrooms.  Parents are strongly encouraged to volunteer in at 
least one aspect of school life.

At École LaVérendrye,  the students’ voice is very important.  Students are involved in many 
committees, programs and activities at school and in the community.  Their assistance and ideas 
are greatly appreciated. 
 
D1.  School Patrols 
Our school patrols promote safety.  These grades 4-6 students are trained by our Grade 6 
teacher and a constable with the Winnipeg Police Service.  Being a school patrol is a big com-
mitment for the students and parents and École LaVérendrye are very grateful for their dedica-
tion to this essential service. 
 
 

C.  Building Connections:  School, Parents & Community 
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The following section explains general information, procedures, rules and regulations.  The top-
ics are explained in alphabetical order as a quick reference. 
 
ADMINISTERING MEDICATION TO STUDENTS �
In order for prescribed medications to be administered at  school, the following procedures 
must be followed: 
 
· The  parent/guardian  must request in writing on a form provided, that the school administer 

the necessary medication. 
 
· A letter from a medical doctor must support  the request.  The school  will  provide  a  form   

letter  for  the doctor  to complete.  A   telephone  call   from  the  doctor  will  do  until  the  
written request  can be returned.    The written request should be sent to the school as soon 
as possible. 

 
· The medication container must have the dispensing instructions noted on it and must have 

the official label of the druggist.  The  time(s) for the administration of the medication must 
also be given. 

 
· Students with asthma who bring « inhalers » to school will be allowed to carry them with 

them at all times. 
 
· Students requiring an epipen are strongly encouraged to place it in a fanny pack which they 

wear around their waist. 
 
ASSEMBLIES  
Special assemblies are held throughout the year (ex. Remembrance Day, School Opening, Stu-
dent Appreciation). Regular assemblies are held throughout the year.  Please check the monthly 
calendar for the time of the assembly.  Parents are always welcome and encouraged  to attend.  
 
ATTENDANCE & PUNCTUALITY  
At École LaVérendrye we expect students to be at school on time.  Regular attendance and 
punctuality at school is essential for a child’s academic success.  The bell rings at 8:20 and 
12:25.  Students are expected to line up outside.  Important information is given during daily 
announcements at 8:25 a.m.  Teachers begin teaching immediately after the announcements. 
 
BICYCLES, SKATEBOARDS, ROLLER BLADES, SCOOTERS 
The School  Division  does  not  provide  insurance and  therefore students  bring their  bicycles 
and other forms of transportation  at their own risk.  The school does not accept responsibility 
for damaged or stolen bikes.  Skateboards, roller blades, scooters etc. will not be allowed at 
school. 
 
 
 
 
 

D.  Building Connections:  Students, School, Parents & the Community 
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BUS 
Eligibility: 
Bussing is  provided  for all  children from Nursery to Grade 4 inclusively, if the child's 
residence is within our catchment area and 1.6 kilometers or more from the school.  If a child is 
attending a daycare, both the daycare and his/her residence must be at least 1.6  kilometers 
away from the school to be eligible.  Please contact the  school if more  information  is 
required. 
 
However for those students not eligible, it is possible to receive transportation for a fee if there 
is already an existing route.  A Pay for Service Fee form must be filled in.  The forms are avail-
able at the school office.   
 
Regulations 
Passengers on a school bus must adhere to rules which ensure the comfort  and  safety  of  all.   
The driver and the school will enforce the rules.   Unfortunately, if your child  does not  behave 
on the bus, the bus service  provided may be suspended. 
 
On the bus, students must: 
· remain seated 
· refrain from shouting, screaming 
· refrain from eating, chewing gum 
· refrain from throwing objects 
·    bring only approved carry-on items 
  
Misbehaviour on the bus results in a bus transportation report sent home by the principal 
to be signed, discussed and returned to the school. 
 
At the end of the school day, if your child is not taking the bus, a note or a phone call is 
required.  If not, your child will be placed on the bus. 
 
BUS RIDERSHIP 
Each year according to the Winnipeg School Division policy, a Bus Ridership program is 
carried out at school.  This involves each class going on the bus, discussing safety and  
emergency  procedures and ridership manners.   The  students also  practise exiting by the rear 
emergency door and gathering at a suitable and safe distance from the bus as they would do 
during an emergency. 
 
CALL BACK PROGRAM  
The Callback Program is a program operating in most elementary schools that ensures children 
arrive safely to school. 
 
Please call the school at  452-5015  if your child will be late or not  attending classes.  Calls 
must be made between 7:45 a.m.– 9:00 a.m. and 12:00 p.m. to 1:00 p.m.  If you  have not 
called or sent a note and your child is not at school, we will be contacting you. 
 
 
 
 
 

General Information 
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CODE OF CONDUCT 
Every September, your child will be given a code of conduct from the Winnipeg School Divi-
sion as well as one particular to École LaVérendrye School.   
 
The code of conduct will be reviewed with the students at the first assembly and throughout the 
year. 
 
The Code of Conduct  should be discussed at home with your child and reviewed periodi-
cally throughout the school year. 
 
Also, there are division policies on suspension and expulsion of students (see Suspension 
and Expulsion). 
   
EARLY ARRIVAL & DISMISSAL  
Parents should ensure that their children do not arrive at school before 8:10 a.m. & 12:15 p.m. 
as there is no school personnel supervision prior to that time on the playground.   Students  
are  expected to stay on the playground until the "entrance bell" rings at 8:20 a.m.  Students are 
expected to leave the school grounds immediately after dismissal because there is no supervi-
sion on the playground.  Please do not ask your child to meet you on the play structure or play-
ground.  If you are late, please notify the office.  Your child will be notified and he/she will 
wait for you at the office. 
 
Parents accompanying their children to the Nursery and Kindergarten classrooms before the 
bell rings must remain with their children until the teacher arrives. 
 
EARLY DISMISSAL  
If parents want their child to be dismissed early, please send a note to the teacher specifying the 
time of departure and with whom the child is leaving.  Please report to the office before picking 
up your child.  The secretary will notify the teacher that you have arrived. 
 
If  parents need  to change  the regular  routine of  their child after school, please call the 
school before 2:30 p.m. 
 
EMERGENCY PROCEDURES 
In  the  event  that  the  weather  is so  severe that  school  will  be closed, parents are asked to 
listen to the  radio for the  announcement.   It will be broadcast on the following stations: 
CBC, CBC-French, CKY 58 and 92 CITI FM, CKMM HOT 103 and CFQX 104 FM, CJOB, 
The Team 1290 and  MAGIC 99.9 
  
FIRE DRILLS 
Schools are responsible for having at least ten (10) fire drills each year.  Students exit through 
designated doors and remain outside until an "all clear" signal sounds.  For this reason it is  
extremely  important  that children wear shoes throughout the school day. 
 
Should there be a community  emergency, plans have been made with Earl Grey School  at 340 
Cockburn St. N.  Parents/guardians would be contacted  for further information and instruction.

HOME INFORMATION 
It is of the utmost importance for the school to have the proper address, home telephone 
number, parent's business telephone number, cell phone number, a friend or relative's telephone 
number for each child in case of emergencies (illness, etc.) 
 
Please notify the school of any changes as the situation arises.

ILLNESS 
We expect that when children come to school they are well enough to participate in all activi-
ties, including recess.  If for any medical reason your child cannot go outside for recess or 
needs medication, a note from the doctor must be sent to the school notifying us of the health 
problem.  Please refer to page 11—Administring Medicine to Students for our school policy in 
administering medicine to students.    
 
If a child is temporarily ill, he/she should be kept at home until he/she is well enough to partici-
pate in all activities.  This is important for health reasons.  Infections and viruses do spread in a 
populated school setting.  If your child has a contagious virus (ex. chicken pox), an infection, or 
lice, please notify the school.  The information will remain confidential. 
 
INSERVICE AND ADMINISTRATION DAYS 
The Department of Education  allocates 10 days  of the  school year to be used for  inservice 
and  administration.   The scheduling of these days varies from school to school. 
During these days the teachers and the principal are involved in: 
  a) Professional development  pertaining to school goals 
   b)   Parent/teacher interviews 
  c)   Student-led conferencing 
  d)   Vision planning and goal-setting 
  e)   Visits to other classrooms for observations of alternate teaching methods 
  f)   Division/province wide meetings and workshops 
  g)  Curriculum meetings and workshops in order to keep abreast of all  new 
   curricula which further enhance teaching abilities.  
LOST AND FOUND 
Each  year  numerous  articles  find  their  way  to the  lost  and  found  bin.  To reduce   losses  
we  suggest  that   all   students' articles  be   labelled, especially all gym  wear,  outdoor 
clothing and boots.  Since a considerable number of students' belongings remain  in the  school 
it is important that they be identifiable.

RECESS 
There are two fifteen minute recesses during the school day: 
 

AM recess - 10:00 - 10:15            
                                   PM recess - 1:35  -  1:50 
 
Each recess is supervised by a teacher and some educational assistants.   
 
REPORT CARDS 
The goal of student assessment is to gather data  which  evaluates important elements such as 
attainment of learning outcomes, competencies  or achievements in various subject areas.  This 
data provides valuable information for the teacher, the student  and  the parents.   Assessment 
techniques include any of  the  following procedures: 
 
     - classroom observations 
     - teacher-developed tests 
      - informal reading inventories 
     - running records 
         - writing samples  
      - checklists/ rubrics 
      - self-evaluation 
       - program-based assessments 
        - standard or norm-referenced tests 
 
Please  call your  child's teacher if you  have any questions or concerns, or if you want to set up 
a meeting at any time throughout the year.    A two-way communication between the school 
and the home is essential. 
 
At École LaVérendrye, we have 4 report cards annually: 1 with a parent-teacher conference 
(November),  1 student-led conference (February/March), 1 optional parent/teacher conference 
(May) and a final report card in June.  The November and May report cards provide written 
comments from the teachers in addition to the grading system. 
 
SAFETY PROCEDURES  
- Students are to remain within school grounds at  recess  times  unless they have permission  
from  their teacher  or the supervisors  on the  playground. 
 
· No student shall throw snowballs, stones, etc., because of the danger it presents.  After an 

initial warning and a note sent home, a suspension will be given. 
· Trading cards of any kind and expensive toys (ex. Nintendo DS) are to stay at home unless 

they are part of an activity.  The school has several games and playground equipment for 
the students.  Toy weapons i.e. plastic guns and knives, water soakers etc. are strictly 
prohibited.   They  will be removed  from  the child  should  they choose to bring one to 
school.  After an initial warning and communication with the parents, a suspension will be 
given.

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SAFETY STRATEGIES FOR PARENTS & COMMUNITY 
WHAT  PARENTS NEED TO KNOW  
· Know where your children are at all times.  Be familiar with their friends and daily activi-

ties. 
· Ensure that your children are always using the “Buddy System” and don’t drop your chil-

dren off alone in places such as malls, movie theatres, video arcades, or parks. 
· Be sensitive to changes in your children’s behaviour:  they are a signal that you should sit 

down and talk to your children about what caused the changes. 
· Be alert to a teenager or adult who is paying an unusual amount of attention to your children 

or giving them inappropriate or expensive gifts. 
· Practice safety skills with your child and rehearse regularly so that they become second na-

ture. 
· Teach your children that no one should be touching their private parts (or area covered by a 

bathing suit). 
· Teach your children about the common lures used by child predators.  Visit 

www.childfind.mb.ca for more information. 
· Encourage open communication with your children.  Let your children know they can talk 

to you about any situation. 
WHAT  CHILDREN  NEED TO KNOW  
· Use the “buddy system” and never go places alone. 
· If asked to go, and your parents don’t know, shout “NO!”, always make sure you have per-

mission from your parents/guardians before doing the following:  going somewhere; accept-
ing rides; changing location; accepting anything from anyone; opening the door when home 
alone; meeting in person anyone first encountered on the internet. 

· Trust your instincts, those are feelings inside that warn you of danger.  You can be assertive 
and you have the right to say “NO” to someone who tries to take you somewhere. 

· Speak vs. Keep Secrets—no one should ask you to keep a “special” secret.  If he/she does, 
tell your parents immediately. 

· Shout NO!  Run, tell someone!  No adult should be asking you for assistance or directions.  
If someone tries to take you somewhere, shout NO!, run away and tell a trusted adult. 

· Remember you are strong, smart, and have the right to be safe.

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SECURITY 
The side doors to the school are locked after the children have entered in the morning and the 
afternoon.   If you wish to enter the school, the central doors on Lilac Street will remain 
unlocked at all times during the school day.  All visitors must report to the office.  At the end of 
the day the door by the parking lot leading to the Before & After program remains open. 
  
SEPARATION AGREEMENTS 
If you are divorced and you have a custody agreement or if there is a restraining order, please 
send  the original copy to the office.  A photocopy of your separation agreement will be placed 
in your child’s file.  Without this document, the other parent has the same rights of access.   
 
If you require two separate copies of school communications (monthly newsletter, report cards 
etc.), please contact the school office. 
 
SNACKS 
We encourage students to bring nutritious snacks and refrain from bringing foods containing 
nuts and peanut products to school for snack and lunch time.  Since we have several students 
with allergies we would like to provide them with a safe environment.  
 
SUSPENSION AND EXPULSION 
In discussing the code of conduct with your children, please include a review of the following: 
 
Offenses for which a student may be suspended include but are not restricted to: 
  a)  Weapons (possession, threats and attacks), 
  b) Physical assault (on students & staff) 
  c) Verbal assault or threats (on students & staff) 
  d) Substance use or abuse (use/possession of illegal drugs, alcohol & to-
   bacco) 
  e) Property damage 
  f) Misconduct (includes insubordination & vandalism). 
  g) inappropriate use of the internet 
 
Prior to the use of formal suspension and depending upon the circumstances, the student may 
be given an in-school suspension or sent home for the balance of a day with a warning and noti-
fication to the parent/guardian.  In cases of suspension of students that are for one day or more, 
parents/guardians will be notified in writing and by telephone whenever possible as to the rea-
sons for suspension and its duration.   Students and parent/guardians will usually be provided 
with a warning that the repetition of a certain conduct will result in suspension.  However, im-
mediate suspensions will be imposed when very serious offenses such as physical assault on  
students, instructional and support staff occur. 
 
Dependent upon the factors, initial suspensions are usually 1-3 days, although physical assaults 
(causing bodily harm) and threats or attacks with weapons are a minimum of 5 days.  Subse-
quent suspensions are usually 3-5 days.  Suspensions longer than 5 days require the Superinten-
dent’s approval.  The superintendent is authorized to suspend students from school for a period 
not to exceed six weeks and in special circumstances, has the authority to assign the suspended 
student to another school. 
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In determining the duration of the suspension of a student, the following factors will be taken 
into consideration: 
 

a) Severity of the offence 
b) Whether the student was responsible for or was a participant in the offence 
c) Whether the student had been suspended previously for a similar offence 
d) age of student 

 
Weapons are defined as: 
 1) Any item that is designed to be used as a weapon 
 2) Any item a person uses or intends to use as a weapon 
 
The Board of Trustees may expel a student from schools in the Division on the grounds that his/
her conduct was injurious to the welfare of the school. 
 
A copy of this policy (JGD-E Suspension of Students) is available in the principal’s office. 
 
VALUABLES  
Students  are expected  to keep valuables  at home.  Several toys are very expensive and stu-
dents become upset if they are broken or stolen.  Please keep computer games, Nintendo DS, 
cards etc. at home as well.  There is enough material and software at school to keep the students 
occupied during the day. 
 
WEAPONS 
Weapons are defined as: 
 * Any item that is designed to be used as a weapon 
 * Any item a person uses or intends to use as a weapon 
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WEATHER 
In cold weather, children are encouraged to dress warmly.  The following is an approximate 
guideline for keeping children indoors during the winter.  
 
Wind Chill Factor  Policy 
-17 to –25 Normal winter clothing generally adequate.  Pleasant conditions 

for most outdoor activities cease. 
 
-25 to –27 Warm winter clothing recommended.  Most outdoor activities 

unpleasant without facial protection.  Exposed flesh will freeze 
with prolonged exposure.  Shortened recess period may be war-
ranted. 

 
-27 TO –34) Warm winter clothing essential.  Facial protection recommended.  

Outdoor activities are not recommended.  Exposed skin will 
freeze in 10-15 minutes.  Indoor recess advised. 

 
below –34 Facial protection essential.  Extremely dangerous for outdoor ac-

tivities or travel.  Avoid going outdoors unaccompanied.  Skin 
will freeze in less than 10 minutes. 

 
below –42 Conditions for outdoor travel such as walking becomes danger-

ous.  Exposed skin areas will freeze in minutes. 
 
 -Windchill appears in forecasts at –25 
 -Windchill warnings issued at –40

PAYMENT 
Fees for Lunch Program are due the by the twentieth of every month.  Payment is to be made by POST 
DATED CHEQUES (made payable to LaVerendrye Lunch Program).  These fees allow for adequate staffing 
to provide a safe environment for the children. 
 
PAYMENT INFORMATION 
A. FULL TIME :  10 postdated cheques to the program by the 20th of June.  All other post dated cheques 
 are to be dated the 20th of each month starting September through May.   
 
B. CASUAL (BY THE DAY) :  This is offered to students only staying on an occasional basis.  Payment 
 for casual service will be prepaid cards kept in the possession of the lunch program.  The cards are  
 available in denominations of $30.00 (15 lunches) and when your child has 5 remaining lunches 
 a letter will be sent home with your child asking for payment for another card.  If we have not received 
 payment when the card is done, your child will not be allowed to return to the lunch program until  
 another card is paid for.
