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Cataloguing Internet Resources

[Editor’s note: The LMS Program Planning
Committee will offer a workshop on
cataloguing web resources in 2002/03.]

Internet resources, including electronic
books, journals and government
publications, are proliferating at an
enormous speed, forcing libraries to deal
with the issue of how to provide access to
this information. Because Internet
resources are not acquired, catalogued and
circulated in the traditional manner,
libraries must re-examine and reformulate
collection policies. Many resources are
available for free over the Internet, some
are acquired through a subscription such
as EBSCOVost, and others are part of a
package when you buy a print resource.

However libraries acquire

catalogue and to provide access to the
materials in the same manner as for print
materials. Because Internet resources
have characteristics not present in print
materials, there are some differences in
the rules for cataloguing electronic vs.
print resources. The 2001 amendments
to AACR?2r include an entirely rewritten
chapter on dealing with electronic
resources to meet the challenge of
accurately describing Internet resources.
Perhaps the most obvious change is to
the general material designation (GMD)
which has changed from [computer file]
to [electronic resource].

often been created. Some libraries have
built separate databases of electronic
resources and some simply provide access
through bookmarks or through links on a
web page. Yet experience has shown that
patrons prefer performing one search to
retrieve all materials to having to perform
separate searches to retrieve materials on
the same subject in different formats.
This means that the best method of
providing access to all library
materials, including Internet resources,
is through the library catalogue.

Cataloguing Internet resources for the
traditional library catalogue involves
using the MARC format and the Anglo-
American Cataloguing Rules (AACR2r)
in order to maintain the integrity of the

being added and old or
obsolete information
discarded. Because the information
changes from month to month, or on
some sites from day to day, it is
important for the cataloguer to give, in a
general note, the date the cataloguing
was performed. This gives a “base” date
for which the cataloguing information is
true and correct.

The dynamic nature of many Internet
resources also requires the date of
publication to be treated differently.
Although the LMS web page was first
published in 1998, it is still being
published today and will be published
long into the future. This means that
there is no one date of publication, but
rather a range of dates covering the

period for which the resource is being published.
Because we do not know the date on which
publication will cease, we leave the dates open-
ended. Thus the publication date for LMS’s
website will consist of a start date followed by a
dash (1998- ) in order to indicate that the web
site is still being published. Often, the exact date
that the resource was first published is unknown
because it is not available in the website. In this
case, the cataloguer will indicate that the first date
is a probably date.

The second characteristic which merits different
treatment for Internet resources is the remote
location of the resource. Because the patron will
not be able to go to the library shelves to find the
item another note field is added to indicate the
mode of access This allows the patron to
determine how to obtain the information
described in the record. Examples of this would

be “Mode of access: Internet” or “Mode of access:

FTP.”

The remote location itself is always found in the
record for an Internet resource in an 856 field
giving the electronic location and access to the
resource. This can be used in conjunction with
the “Mode of access” note so that the patron can
obtain the information described. The cataloguer
generally enters the URL for the resource being
described into this field, and depending on the
system, there is often a linking feature which will
allow the catalogue user to click on the field and
be taken directly to the resource.

Finally, individual libraries must decide whether
or not to include a local call number in the record.
The call number is generally used as a locator
device to find the item on the library shelves and
it consists of a classification number and a cutter.
The classification number pulls together items
with similar subjects so that they sit together on
the shelves, and can serve as another search
element or gathering tool. An Internet resource is
not available on the library shelves therefore a
locator device is not strictly necessary, yet the
inclusion of a local call number in the record can
serve to pull it together with like items in a
bibliography or a patron’s search.

Therefore, the record for an electronic resource in
a library catalogue should be easily identifiable
and should allow the library patron to access the
resource.

This brings up the major argument against
cataloguing Internet resources: persistence.
Because cataloguing is expensive libraries want to
be sure that the resource will be available for the
library patron to access for a long time to come.
Although electronic information is readily
accessible and it appears that it will be even more
so in the future as all types of organizations make
more and more information digitally available, if
the location of the information is not consistent
and reliable the information will not be useful.
We have all had the experience of finding a great
site and book-marking it only to find that it is no
longer available when next we try to access it.
Before inflicting this experience on our library
patrons, libraries should do their best to ensure
that the Internet resource being catalogued is
going to be available for the foreseeable future.

National libraries and library consortia are
working to solve the problem of persistence, but
for the moment it is a local problem and must
“solved” on a local level. Individual libraries
must balance patron need over staff time in
deciding whether it is valuable to the organization
to catalogue Internet resources. In some cases,
this decision may be made on a individual basis
based on the integrity of the resource and its
location.
