Churchill High School is named after Sir Winston Churchill (1874-1965). Sir Winston Churchill was a British
statesman, historian and orator who served as the British Prime Minister until 1955. He devoted his energies to
seeking world peace. Sir Winston Churchill was described as having the heart of a lion, the courage of a “bulldog”
and a digestive system similar to a cement mixer. He first visited Winnipeg in 1901, stating that “Winnipeg is a
Winner.”

Attendance

A significant indicator of a student’'s academic success is his/her attendance. Regular attendance and punctuality
is the responsibility of every student and an expectation of all teachers and the administration.

Every teacher is responsible for taking student attendance at the beginning of each class. If a student is absent
from a class, it is the student’s responsibility to advise the teacher of the reason for his/her absence. A note or a
phone call from a parent would be very helpful.

NOTE: IF A STUDENT NEEDS TO BE AWAY FOR AN EXTENDED PERIOD OF TIME IT IS IMPORTANT THAT
THE SCHOOL BE NOTIFIED SO WE CAN ASSIST WITH HOMEWORK, ETC.

The intent of our attendance process is to ensure that no student jeopardizes his/her opportunity to be successful in
his/her studies. For our high school students, an automated reporting system will notify parents of daily unexcused
absences and/or lates. Classroom teachers will contact parents directly at regular intervals. Should a student’s
attendance pattern reach 12 absences, the guidance department will become involved to offer students and
families support. Once a student reaches 16 absences in a course, he/she may lose the credit in that course.

Lates

It is the student’s responsibility to arrive for his/her classes on time. If it is determined by the teacher that a student
continues to be late beyond what is reasonable, the teacher, the student and the administration will meet to
establish an intervention plan to address this concern.

Harassment Policy

“Harassment is not tolerated in any of Churchill High School’s curricular or co-curricular activities.” There is a
harassment policy in place to ensure a safe environment for all students.

Noon Hour

It is expected that the students of Churchill High School will put forth their best efforts to meet the following
expectations:

Students who live close to the school and are not involved in noon hour classes or activities are
expected to go home for lunch.

Students who wish to remain at school for lunch hour are reminded that this is a privilege and that if
their behaviour during lunch is inappropriate, this privilege may be removed.

Students will follow the directives of any staff members present in the hallways.

Appropriate noise levels and behaviours are expected at all times in the halls. Please remember that
some rooms are being used for important meetings and study areas.

Students are reminded to please not block the stairways.




School Records

Parents and students are requested to notify the school immediately about any changes in address or telephone
number. The school must be provided with a contact person responsible for that student in case of any emergency.
The school must also be provided with any necessary medical information.

Medical Information

Parents/guardians are advised that only under strict guidance of a physician would medication be administered by
staff. Each case will be dealt with individually. Students becoming ill at school will not be given permission to
return home until the parents/guardians have been contacted. Parents should make every effort to schedule
medical appointments after school hours.

In-services and Staff Meetings

All schools in Manitoba are allowed up to 10 in-service days per year for professional development, administration
days and Parent-Teacher Conferences. The school will make every possible effort to communicate those dates to
parents/guardians well in advance.

Staff meetings are routinely scheduled on the first Tuesday of each month. Times will be announced in September.

Telephones

All students are asked to please use the pay phone available at the main entrance beside the senior gym. The
office has a phone for student use, but for emergency purposes only.

Report Cards

Report cards indicating each student’s progress and performance in school will be issued four times a year, in
November, February, April and June. Parent-Teacher Conferences are routinely scheduled for November and
March. Parents are welcome to initiate contact with the school regarding concerns related to school performance
at any time.

Lockers

Lockers will be issued by staff advisors on the first day of school. All student lockers will have a pre-arranged lock
attached as this system is easier to administer.

Library

The Churchill High School Library is a resource centre for reading, doing research and homework. It is open during
the school day including the lunch hour. It houses a wide variety of fictional material, in hardcover and paperback,
and non-fictional material such as encyclopedias, atlases, dictionaries, magazines, vertical files and indexes to help
students with their assignments and projects. The library’s computer stations give students access to information
on CD-ROMs and the Internet. Computer guidelines are posted in the library.

Cafeteria

The cafeteria offers hot and cold snacks and meals at reasonable prices. Students may choose to purchase lunch
or bring their own and use the facility as a place to eat. The cafeteria is open from 8:00 am to 2:30 pm each day.




Hallways
Students are not to be in the hallways during class time.
What's In, What's Out!

All students are asked to be aware of the following:

- hats/hoods are NOT to be worn during class time. Please remember to remove your hat prior to
entering the classroom. This also pertains to all foods, clothing, industrial arts and technology labs as
well as the gymnasium.

- Bandanas are NOT to be worn at Churchill High School. Please do not bring bandanas to school.

- The use of cell phones is discouraged. If it is necessary for a student to use a cell phone, please find a
discreet place to do so such as a vestibule or linkway. All phones/pagers MUST be turned off in all
classes.

Smoking

In accordance with Winnipeg School Division policy, there is NO smoking on school grounds.

Dress Code

Students are reminded to dress appropriately for school. Students are reminded that school is a place of business
and as such one’s dress must reflect this. If there is a concern about a particular item of clothing, the school
administration will follow-up with the student and/or their parents.

Mid-Term Exam Week

High school students will be involved in a week of formal course examinations during the last week of the first
semester (usually the last week of January). Regular classes are suspended for this week. Students who are not

writing an exam on a given day are expected to be at home (or at school) studying for the next exam.

Middle school students (grade 7 & 8) do not write formal exams but will be participating in mid-year tests,
assessments, etc. during the same week. This will take place during their regularly scheduled classes.

Grade 12 Graduation/Convocation

All Grade 12 students are reminded that participation in the Graduation/Convocation ceremonies will only be
available to those students who have satisfied the 28 credit requirement as defined by Manitoba Education,
Citizenship & Youth. Students who are in their Grade 12 year but who have not completed their high school
program will not be allowed to participate in the Graduation/Convocation ceremonies.




The Student Support Services Department at Churchill High School provides a continuum of supports for all
students. These supports include development of teaching strategies, individual education plans, transition
planning, career development and direct service.

Counselling Services

Ms. Susan Chodirker (Grade 7—9) and Ms. Ricki Devins (Grade 10—12) provide services in personal, career and
educational counselling. They also arrange for speakers on various topics of educational and personal interest to
students, as well as coordinating community resources. Parents with concerns are invited to meet with the
counsellors. They can be reached at 474-1301.

The Child Guidance Clinic

The Winnipeg School Division provides specialized assistance from clinicians with the following expertise:
Speech and Language
Audiology
Reading
Social Work
Psychology
Psychiatry

We recognize that at any given time, students in the building may require academic, social-emotional and/or
behavioural support. A student, parent/guardian or teacher may request assistance through the department head
in consultation with appropriate personnel. With permission from the parents, students can be referred to the Child
Guidance Clinic.

Resource Program

Churchill High School has resource teachers who work in conjunction with the classroom teacher to assist students
who are encountering difficulties in their academic program. Specific services include assessment of skill levels,
strengths and weaknesses, program adaptation where needed, remedial assistance in specific subject areas and
assistance with organizational skills. The resource teachers also act as liaisons with students, teachers, parents
and agencies such as the Diagnostic Learning Centre and the Child Guidance Clinic.

Special Education Programs
Churchill High School offers a wide range of Special Education programs, ranging from Community

Access/Adaptive Skills, behavioural support, to integrated special education. Student programs are developed
through collaboration with teachers, resource teachers, teaching assistants, clinicians, and/or outside agencies.




Churchill High School has been fortunate in being able to participate in the career Exploration Partnership Program
offered in the Winnipeg School Division. Through this project a career intern is employed to work with the guidance
and resource staff at Churchill High School to research and deliver career-related information and services to

students.

Attendance Policy/Call Back Program
Churchill High School has instituted a Safe Arrival Program that necessitates parent/school cooperation.

In the case of student absence of any kind, please contact the school at 474-1301 or send a written note, preferably
prior to the absence. Parents are requested to notify the school before the registration times of 8:50 am and 1:10
pm.

When a student is recorded absent at registration and a call has not been received from parents/guardians the
school staff will initiate contact to the student’s home or parent/guardian’s place of employment. It is essential to
update the school regarding any change in phone number at home or work to ensure the efficiency of this system.

Late Arrivals

Students who arrive late at school must “sign in” at first period class in A.M. and P.M. Failure to do so will be
recorded as an absence and a call to the parents/guardians will occur.

Homerooms

The Middle Years Program is divided into a set number of homerooms. The number of homerooms may vary from
year to year according to the school’s enrolment. The business of the school takes place in this homeroom. The
homeroom teacher assigns lockers, distributes timetables, report cards, newsletters, letters to parents and any
other materials that need to be sent home. The homeroom teacher is generally the first contact for students and
parents when questions or concerns arise.




Grade 7 & 8

The Flexible Learning Program encourages students to be active participants in the learning process. Students
take an active role in creating inter-curricular themes, activities, projects and explorations with the goal of a high
level of engagement in the topics being covered. Through this role our students are able to feel empowered and in
control of where their learning will take them.

Central to the philosophy of the program is “learning and thinking for life”. The teacher’s role is to facilitate
exploration, skill building, thinking and collaboration in an active, respectful learning community. Learning is
resource-based and students are encouraged to use a wide variety of materials. The ultimate goal is for students
to become masters of their own learning. Student-led projects, goal setting and conferencing are a large part of the
program. Students, therefore, need some skills in being able to work independently and with classmates.

Parents are encouraged to support their child and the program in a variety of ways. Examples of such participation
include responding to student writing, assistance in and out of the classroom, supporting regular attendance and
providing adequate school supplies.

English Language Arts

The English Language Arts Program emphasizes the development of language into six areas; reading, writing (with
emphasis on the writing process), listening, speaking, viewing and representing. The focus is to develop the
student’s own writing style through many different genders. Some students are timetabled into the Computer Lab
to learn how computer technology can be integrated into their language assignments. Math and Language Arts
common June exams set by School Division (20%).

Mathematics

The Math Power textbook is the core of our Math Program. Other materials are used to compliment the Program.
Problem solving is emphasized in all stages of the development of concepts and skills. Grade 7 & 8 Math is divided
into four strands. They are: Patterns and Relations, Statistics and Probability, Shape and Space and Number.

Science

Students will develop an appreciation of the power of scientific explanation as a way of understanding our world
and to empower students to critically examine issues and questions from a societal and environmental perspective.
The Grade 7 program includes: Interactions within Ecosystems, Particle Theory, Forces and Structures and The
Earth’s Crust.

This year students will continue to build on the three basic goals of the curriculum: Knowledge, Skills and the Ability
to Relate Science to Technology and Society. The Grade 8 students will be studying four units this year: Cells and
Biological Systems, Optics and Light, Fluids and Water Systems on Earth.

Students are also expected to participate in the school's Science Fair (Feb. 20”‘) in which they will be designing,
performing and analyzing their own experimental data. Although this is an independent project for the student,
parents are encouraged to give any assistance required.
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Social Studies

This course begins geographic in orientation, and is designed to gain a better understanding of the highly
independent and interconnected world in which we live. It focuses on why people live where they do and on how
their lifestyles develop through interaction with their physical environment and with each other. In grade 8, the
course changes focus to help students explore the ways in which people lived within certain societies of the past,
and to realize that life today is closely related to developments that have occurred through the ages. Such
guestions as the following should be emphasized: “How did people live?”, “How does that way of life compare with
ours?”, “What developments in previous societies are still evident in present day societies?” Students are made
aware that all societies have not developed or changed at the same rate or to the same degree.

Physical Education

In Middle Years, a variety of sports are explored in Physical Education. Skills, techniques, rules and game
situations are part of each unit. It is our hope that students will adopt at least one of the sports in their pursuit of
lifelong fithess and health. Between classroom activities, intramurals and school teams, there is sure to be
“something for everyone”. The health curriculum is integrated into Physical Education and accounts for 25% of the
yearly assessment.

Practical Arts

In general, students will travel in groups, rotating through 4 areas. The following courses make up the areas of
rotation:

Human Ecology
Programs offered in Home Economics include Food and Nutrition and Clothing and Textile Labs. Through Food
and Nutrition students will be introduced to the basic nutritional needs of individuals, plan, prepare and serve
nutritious foods and apply the basic principles of cooking. In Clothing and Textiles students will learn safety
expectations, identify basic pattern symbols, operate a sewing machine and follow written instructions to construct
a simple garment.

Woodworking
An introduction to woodworking with emphasis placed on personal safety, shop safety, woodworking hand tools,
some power machines and wood processes. Through the use of hand and power tools, two or three projects are
completed in the term. Students have the opportunity to work independently in an industrial setting that is fun,
positive and productive.

Graphics
Middle Years Graphics is an introductory level course that focuses on the graphic design field with a “hands on”
approach. The topics covered in the first year are the design process, photography, screen printing, computer
graphics and problem solving in a variety of those areas. The second year of Graphics involves the study of
photography, air brushing, screen printing, computer graphics and once again problem solving in various areas with
emphasis on design.

Power Mechanics/Metal Working
An introduction to the safety, products and processes used in modern metal fabrication with the emphasis on a
hands-on approach. Students will build up to five small projects during this portion of the Technology Education
rotation. The second year of Metal Working is a continuation of the first year. Completed projects offer a greater
degree of difficulty in construction.
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French

The focus of this course is on communication. Students develop their speaking, listening, reading and writing skills
in French through activities and exercises done individually and in groups. The thematic, communicative approach
continues in Grade 8 French, but with a focus on the appreciation of French culture. Cooperative learning is an
important part of both programs.

Band

A beginning band course is available on any one of the following instruments: flute, clarinet, saxophone, trumpet or
trombone. The first year of the program requires no previous experience. The grade 8 band program has a first
year band prerequisite or permission may be granted by the band instructor. (See Mr. Uruski)

Visual and Performing Arts

Art
The Middle School Years Art program will introduce the students to the elements of design and encourage a visual
awareness. In exploring the elements of design, students will develop their self-expression to create their own
works of art. Students will be given the experience of explaining both and three dimensional projects.

Choir
The Middle Years Choir has a current membership of 70 students. Any grade 7 or 8 student who enjoys singing
with their classmates is welcome to join the choir. Students must be committed to attending rehearsals regularly
and have a positive attitude. The choir performs regularly at school concerts and in the community. Choir
members provide principle roles for the chorus in school musicals.

Music
This course focuses mainly on music appreciation and rhythm. Students are exposed to different styles of music
through recordings, videos and research projects. Canadian musicians are emphasized. They also learn and
develop the concepts of rhythm, beat, and music notation through various musical activities.

Drama
The Middle Years Drama Program acts as an arena for students to explore various aspects of performing in front of
their peers. The year begins with team-building activities in which the entire class relies on each other for success.
Students work on a variety of projects, both individually and in groups including such activities as script writing,
filming and performing an original script.
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
