Parking Safety 
 
We have been asked by the Winnipeg Police Service to remind parents dropping off or picking up their 
children the school loading zone on Kingsway is marked by two signs, while the areas outside the signs are no 
stopping anytime zones.  If  you park in the area where there is no stopping, you may be blocking the views of 
our patrols.  There have been times when people parked their vehicles in front of the sidewalk, making it very 
dangerous to cross the street.  Police will be issuing tickets to those who park in the no stopping zones.

OCTOBER LIBRARY/LAB  LOWDOWN 
 

Our “Welcome Back to the Library” sessions have been excellent reminders to students and teachers alike that it is 
important to CHECK OUT materials correctly. A reminder to students, the Reference section materials are  for use  in 
school only.  Finally, it is very important students remember their book exchange day throughout the year, to ensure their 
books are RETURNED on the DUE DATE.   Grade 6 library volunteers will soon be  in training to help during recess 
once per cycle in the library. 
 
BOOK CLUB NEWS   Students in grades 4, 5, and 6 are given the option of signing up for this after school club.  Due 
to popularity and a maximum number of  20 students, we sometimes “draw” students’ names for the club. There 
are“five” guest spots available from month to month. (The grade 4 students have chosen the months they will attend). 
This year book club will again be held on the 3rd Monday of the month.  This allows for adequate reading time.  The 
students choose their own themes and genres, plan their refreshments and parties, and assist in hosting author/illustrator 
visits and special events such as our November Scholastic Book Sale and I Love To Read Week.  The first meeting will 
be held on Monday, October 19th 2009  at 3:30pm. We are sharing our best summer reading picks! 
 
COMPUTER CLUB NEWS  Students in Grades 4 to 6 are invited to spend a lunch hour  per cycle  in the Computer 
Lab.  Here they are allowed to engage in the use of recreational /educational software to practice their problem solving 
skills and strategies or curricular drills.  At other times, they are engaged in short theme projects which are age and grade 
appropriate.  When students sign up, they agree to attend regularly and must be made to understand illness and 
appointments are the only reason to be absent, as their attendance is recorded.  Lunch supervision is available in the 
Library to those students who are not enrolled in Lunch Program.  Due to the number of students in grade 4 and 5, the 
group will be split and each given two sessions per month on their day of the cycle.   Please check your monthly 
calendars for Computer Club dates for your child.
