LOST AND FOUND

Every year we have numerous articles which are placed in our “Lost and Found” box and never claimed. All unclaimed
articles are donated to charity at the end of each school term. It would help us to return lost articles if outer wear, footwear,
lunch boxes, jackets and school backpacks were labeled with your child’s name and room number.

RECESS AND VISITORS

Please remember when visiting the school with younger children to play on the structure, recess time should be avoided.
There are large numbers of children already on the structure and on the playground and we would not like to see one of the
pre-school children hurt. Parents, we would appreciate having only school children and staff on the playground during the
recess times to avoid any confusion with the staff supervising and wondering about the extra adults on the grounds.

HEP B (grade 4 boys and girls) AND HPV (grade 6 gir Is only) IMMUNIZATIONS

Public Health is offering Hepatitis B immunization to all grade 4 students. Hepatitis B is a serious disease of the liver, which
can be fatal. Itis caused by a virus and is spread from person to person through contact with body fluids (like blood).
Immunization is an effective measure to prevent the spread of Hepatitis B. Immunizations for Riverview Grade 4 students
will take place on Thursday, October 23 in the morning. This vaccination provides children with life long protection before
they are at risk of exposure to the virus which causes Hepatitis B.

Human Papillomavirus (HPV) is a virus that can infect many parts of the body in both men and women. HPV causes
changes in cells on the cervix. Over time, if these changes remain and are not treated, cancer of the cervix can develop.
The goal of the HPV immunization program is to reduce the risk of cervical cancers and precancerous lesions in women. All
females entering Grade 6 will be offered the vaccine at no cost. Immunizations for Riverview Grade 6 girls will take place
on Thursday, October 23 in the morning. Your child will only be immunized if a parent or guardian has consented to the
immunization. Questions about Hepatitis B, the disease, or the immunization can be directed to the Public Health Nurse,
Heather Friesen at 938-5079.

Parent volunteers are needed to assist the immuniza  tion team by distributing juice and cookies and pro viding
supervision to those students who have just receive d their shot.
